3. Excess Liability Coverage may not be purchased on any item or shipment in which a released value is 

applicable. 
4. Excess Liability Coverage may not be purchased for any item or shipment in which a specific, 

designated liability is provided for in this tariff, the NMFC or through contract. 
5. If Excess Liability Coverage is inadvertently requested, sold, billed or provided for in any way and it is 

contrary to the provisions of this tariff, the amount charged will be fully refunded. Liability limitation 
will be such that the Excess Liability Coverage was never requested, sold, billed or provided for to begin 
with.

6. Excess Liability coverage must be expressly requested by the shipper; on the bill of lading at time of 
pick-up. Verbiage should be similar to the following:  

 “Request Excess Liability coverage for $10,000 in value.” Simply placing a value of the goods 
anywhere on the bill of lading will not be considered a request to provide additional coverage.  

7. Calculation of Excess Liability Coverage: 
Ex: 1,000 pounds of class 60 freight will have $3,000 of liability coverage assigned to it ($3.00 per 
pound x 1,000 pounds) If the shipper needs to cover $10,000 in the event of full loss or damage, then 
$7,000 more liability coverage is needed.  It will require 70 units of $100 each of excess liability to 
provide the amount of coverage necessary. The cost per unit is $4.00, so the charge would be  
$4.00 x 70 = $280. This would be in addition to all other applicable charges.  

 
B. Unless specifically provided for, the liability limit for items or shipments moving under an FAK provision will 

be that of the FAK class or rating.  For example, if all shipments within class 50-100 are to move at FAK 65, 
the liability limitation will be that of class 65. 

1. Using “FAK” is not a proper description of the freight. If shipper does not properly describe or identify 
the commodities shipped, subsequent claims for shortage or damage will be based on the lowest 
value/class of any commodity contained in the shipment.   

 
C. If Excess Liability Coverage is purchased, carrier’s liability will not exceed $50.00 per pound per package or 

$100,000 per incident per shipper. 
 
D. Any provisions or notations included in a shipper’s bill of lading will not be honored if contrary to this tariff 

and the provisions within. 
 

4. Notes and Exceptions to Liability Limitations: 
 

A. Articles of extraordinary value (see Item no. 234) will not be accepted for transportation. If inadvertently 
accepted, the maximum liability coverage for these items/shipments will be $1.00 per pound per package, 
regardless of actual NMFC class.

B. Used, “like new”, refurbished and/or renovated items will move with a maximum liability of $0.50 per 

pound per package and $10,000 maximum liability coverage per shipment. Excess Liability Coverage will not 
be provided for these types of goods. 

1. Commodities or items used for demonstration purposes will be considered as used under this 
provision. 

2. Shippers should properly describe items as “used” on the bill of lading. Failure of the shipper to 
declare the commodity as “used” shall not alter or nullify the application of this provision and/or 
tariff.

G. Whenever freight is on-hand due to an unjustified refusal, is in a storage status, is being cross-docked only

The 
applicable laws surrounding the liability of a warehouseman will apply and, if proven negligent for any loss 
or damage during such time as a warehouseman, maximum liability for Central Freight Lines will be $1.00 
per pound per package. Liability for being a warehouseman will begin immediately when the 
freight/shipment is handled in a manner as described above.   

 
H. Central Freight Lines will not accept corrections to bills of lading in which the valuation and/or related 

liability is being changed after the shipment has been picked up. If inadvertently accepted, these changes 
will not be honored.
